8.  The candidates are advised to apply online at our website http://spscskm.gov.in/ on 
or before 15.03.2021 upto 12 midnight. Application submitted after 15.03.2021 will not 
be accepted by the software and SPSC will not be responsible for the same.  

9.  Rejection list of candidates who do not qualify for the post as per the advertised 
criteria will be uploaded in the SPSC website on 22nd March, 2021 and if any of the 
rejected candidates have reservation on rejection of application, they should submit 
their grievances along with justification to the office of the Controller, SPSC w.e.f  
23rd March, 2021  to  31st March, 2021.
